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FOUNDATION ANNOUNCES WINNERS OF THE 2011 STATE PARK AND FOREST AWARDS

Achievements celebrated at a gala dinner on May 3, 2011
Harrisburg – The Pennsylvania Parks and Forests Foundation (PPFF) announced the recipients of the 2011 state park and forests awards today which recognize eight groups, facilities and individuals for exemplary service, programs and work to protect and enhance our state park and forest system.

The top honor, the Cliff Jones Keystone Legacy Award, sponsored again this year by Woolrich, Inc., will be presented to Robert Griffith, who served as the first Executive Director for the Pennsylvania Recreation and Park Society (PRPS) from 1977-2010. 
Mr. Griffith has been a leader in the recreation and park field, a tireless advocate for funding for state parks and other conservation funding initiatives, and has served on numerous advisory and planning groups and coalitions in support of recreation and conservation programs.

“The Commonwealth is better off today because of the leadership of Bob Griffith as the Pennsylvania Recreation and Park Society’s Executive Director for the past 33 years,” said Marci Mowery, PPFF President.  “He truly embodies the spirit of Cliff Jones, PPFF’s original visionary mentor and for whom this award is named.”

Since his retirement from PRPS, Bob has continued to advocate for conservation funding as an active member of the Growing Greener II Coalition.  He was also instrumental in helping to found the Pennsylvania Parks and Forests Foundation and has served as the Foundation’s Treasurer.  He was recognized in 2005 for his tireless work with PRPS receiving the Society’s highest award – the Fred M. Coombs Honor Award. 
“The Pennsylvania Parks and Forests Foundation is proud to recognize Bob’s lifetime of service to enhance and protect Pennsylvania’s natural assets by naming him our Cliff Jones Keystone Legacy Award Winner,” said Marci Mowery, Foundation President.
